If time allows, questions and answers should be interspersed, especially to allow participants to know that their questions will be answered during particular segments.

The presenter should pose the three questions and solicit answers to each one before proceeding. 

· What’s the problem with the way sciences are taught? 

· Why do faculty need to do anything differently? 

· What led to the development of the PLTL model of teaching?

Depending on the presenter and time constraints, discussion with participants is encouraged.
