Directions:

Review sample techniques.

Participants should be grouped by discipline or area of interest; participants should be guided, but can choose their group. Group size can be from two to six.

Each group should have a table and chairs; each table should have one or more sheet(s) of newsprint, markers, post-its, tape, as well as the use of manipulative items as needed.

Time:
The minimum amount of time for this activity is forty minutes, but one hour and a half to two hours is preferable. The debriefing and discussion are vital components for this process, so time must be allowed, anywhere from twenty minutes to one hour, depending on the number of groups. 

If time allows,  it is useful for participants to comment on the process they went through, as well as providing an explanation of their problem.

Follow-up:

Each group posts its problem on the wall or blackboard/whiteboard




The whole group reassembles; 


Each group presents its topic and problem, including instructions.

Examination of groups’ problems; rotations; discussion of process.
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
